GLORY BOX MADE FOR
MERRIGUM HISTORICAL SOCIETY

The box made of Red Gum frame, and panels of
Western Red Cedar.
At the October General Meeting Len
demonstrated the method of dowelling used in
the project.

GUEST DEMONSTRATOR - LEN TAYLOR
BEAD LOCK SYSTEM
Len demonstrated the joining of two pieces of timber by using his recently
purchased Bead Lock System. The Pro Joiner Kit is supplied with a jig, and
3/8 drill, stop collar and Beadlock guide block. 1/2 inch and 1/4 inch are also
available but are not included in the kit. The system uses loose tenons shaped
like 3 dowels joined together which gives maximum side grain gluing surface.
Len explained the importance of accurately setting up the jig to achieve a
good finish and also the importance of having the timber to be joined square
and true. Using the 1/2 inch guide block and drill Len demonstrated the
joining of two pieces of timber with both the loose tenon and the traditional
dowels. The timber is clamped in the jig to which the guide block has been
inserted and the holes are drilled accurately with the depth being limited by
the stop collar. The stop block is then moved half a hole and drilled again to
achieve the mortise shaped like the loose tenons. This is then repeated on the
piece to be joined and then by inserting the tenon or dowels to the hole a
precise join is achieved.
Len had used the system in the construction of the Glory Box which took
about 48 dowels needing 96 holes to be drilled which demonstrated how
useful this kit can be. Thanks Len well done.
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Dick Syer gave the members a report on his visit to the Cairns Woodturners
Club. This club has around 75 members out of a population of approx.
160000. It seems that they have some difficulty sourcing timber as he was
after a piece of locally grown “Kanuka” (?spelling) but none of the members
he met had any. Their workshop is very small and much of the equipment,
only about 50% of what we have, is out in the open but under cover. He was
made very welcome and assured the Cairns Woodies that they are welcome to
visit our club any time. Thanks Dick.
