     ATHEL CHAPMAN – Timber Collection 

Athel started with the difficulty in accurately dating the age 
of trees, as the rings in trunk blank are growth rings and not 
age rings.  Broad rings mean a good growing season, 
narrow rings, slower growing, poor season or drier season.  
Many trees have common names in different areas that is 
why botanic names are so important, as in Southern Silky 
Oak “Grevillea Robusta”, Northern Silky Oak “Cardwellia 
Sublimis”.  The Society of Wood Collectors was founded in 
1947.  Athel has about 300 species and the official sample 
size 6” x 3” x 1/2”, Athel’s samples are sanded only on the 

back, clear lacquer on the front with their common name and scientific names.
