DEMONSTRATION: Inlaid Segmented Plugs — GREG THORNE
Greg demonstrated how by inlaying segmented plugs, it can transform plain timber into a
feature element. By cutting and gluing small wedges of different coloured timbers to
form a plug which is then turned down to a cylinder. The base is glued to a backing
block which is attached to a face plate by screws. A recess is then cut into the base using
a parting tool but alternatively a forstner bit could be used. Greg explained that any
offset recesses could be achieved with a forstner bit. Once the plug is in place Greg then
proceeds to construct a segmented item by putting together as many segmented rings as is
required. It is essential that the callipers are used when working on this project. Greg’s
plug was too snug of a fit and after many members attempted to remove it they gave up to
inspect a segmented bowl with inlaid plug inserted into the base. Thanks Greg. Chris

Safe and sound

chainsaw expert who recently
gave a talk to our woodturn-
ing group, was horrified at

our attempts to cut fairly small,
irregular pieces of wood without any
means of holding them steady. Here’s
my solution to the problem.

Basically, it’s a vice made from a
scissors type of car jack mounted
horizontally between two fixed timber
blocks on a sturdy base. The four
short legs are splayed lengthways and
sideways.

Drill the car jack so it can be bolted
to one of the fixed blocks and then to
a third block attached to the moving
end of the jack. The fixed blocks and
the legs are secured to the base by
threaded bar, nuts and washers.

T cut a fourth block, measuring 230
x 230 x 75mm (9 x 9 x 3in) in half to
form two blocks 230 x 230 x 38mm
(9 x 9 x 1%in).

If you don’t have a saw to cut the
blocks to this size, cut them in half
first, ie. 230 x 115 x 75mm (9 x 4% x
3in) and then into 9 x 4/ x 1%in.

Through each of the two blocks put
12 x 1%in (44mm) screws, the points
protruding through one side.

Screw one half-block to the face of
the moving block, the other to the

face of the end block, points outward,
which gives a good grip. I'd consid-
ered gluing them on, but remembered
that I might need to remove them to
replace worn screw points.

The moving block wedges the
workpiece against the fixed block at
the other end. If you want to protect
the workpiece from the screw points,
simply insert a ‘packer.’

Remember to recess the hole in the
moving block for the bolt which will
secure the jack to it, so the screw
point block will sit flush on it. Get
two pieces of wood 75 x 25mm (3 x

lin) and cut them about 380mm
(15in) long and drill a 25mm (1in)
hole in one end of each. Screw these to
the side of the moving block with the
end with the hole in it protruding just
below the base. Pass a length of
25mm (1lin) brush handle beneath »
