DEMONSTRATION – IAN SMITH – TURNING A BUD VASE 
Ian demonstrated the turning of a bud vase from a piece of Camphor Laurel 

approx. 280 mm by 75 mm diameter.  Centering the 
work piece in the lathe using the tail stock Ian then 
drilled a central 10 mm hole using a Jacobs chuck and a 
wood auger.  Using the roughing gouge he then shaped 
the body of the vase, (a long thin neck and a bulbous 
base).  Once the vase shape was achieved he then 
proceeded to shape the opening with a detail gouge.  

After sanding the vase he then parted it off using a thin parting tool.  Thanks Ian.
